PIECING TOGETHER PREPAREDNESS PROGRAM 

The Florida Kidney Disaster Coalition (FKDC) is pleased to announce an exciting opportunity to enhance disaster preparedness in your facility. The Piecing Together Preparedness Program is an interactive, effective way of incorporating year round, all-hazards preparedness into your facility, keeping your staff and patients prepared and safe.
Although Hurricane Season began on June 1, it is important to remember that there are more dangers to Florida than just hurricanes! Having a comprehensive preparedness plan that addresses all hazards likely to affect your area is not only critical; it’s required by the Conditions for Coverage. The goal of this program is to help dialysis facilities better implement all-hazards preparedness principles among both staff and patients. 

Here’s how it works:
· The Piecing Together Preparedness Program consists of modules that include the tools and resources necessary to implement each concept. You may complete as many, or as few, modules as you like, in any order that you like. There are 6 modules to choose from: 

· Conduct a Mock Drill 

· Conduct an In-Service on All-Hazards Preparedness
· Make Contact with Local Emergency Management Agency

· Complete a Patient Emergency Planning Needs Assessment

· Develop an Emergency Management Plan

· Provide Patient Resources for Disaster Preparedness

· If you are interested in your facility participating in the Piecing Together Preparedness Program, visit the FKDC website (www.fkdc.org) to download an application form. Upon receipt, a confirmation email will be sent to the person completing the form and a Piecing Together Preparedness poster, which can be used to track progress in the program, will be sent to the facility. 
· Upon completion of each module, your facility will submit documentation via the Piecing Together Preparedness Reporting Form. For each module successfully completed, your facility will receive a sticker for use in filling out the missing pieces on the poster. 
· All participating facilities will be recognized as follows:
· 1 – 5 modules: Receive a Certificate of Achievement and Piecing Together Preparedness sticker for each module completed; recognized in the Network 7 Provider e-Newsletter, as well as the FKDC website.
· 6 modules: In addition to the above, these facilities will receive a recognition letter from FKDC and Network 7; and special recognition at the 2012 Network Annual Forum.
